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1 Introduction

The mobile tracker application allows registered APT owners to remotely track, configure, and
manage their APT devices from their Windows Mobile 6.1 handsets. The application can also
configure how users are alerted to various devactivities such as panic alerts, low battery
alerts, and Geofence alerts.

The purpose of this document is to inform the reader of the about the features available on the
mobile tracking software and to guide the reader on how to use these features.

1.2 How the Application Works

This section will attempt to clarify how the mobile tracking kggdion interacts with the APT
devices from a broad perspective.

The application does not ever directly communicate with the actual APT devices. As the user
interacts with the application the application will send commands to the AnyTrack server, which
in turn sends the appropriate commands to the APT device.

The application will poll the AnyTrack
server for the most current upo-date information on the devices. This polling intdrean be

set under theSettingsmenu in the applicationAlso you need to be aware of this fact when you
send commands to the device.
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Example:

If you send a Locate Now command, the new fix will not immediatebyv upon your phone.
The new fix point will belisplayedthe next time the application polls the AnyTrack server for
the device information.

3.9.1 Devicelnformation Update Interval
This setting controls he often the application upgates the devicéenformation from the
AnyTrack server. The possible values are:

1 Never5 minutes 10 minutes 15 minutes 30 minutes 45 minutes 60 minutes and

Always (1 minute)

3.9.2 Accuracy

3.9.5 SMS Carrier

This setting will designatehich carrier service this account will use for receiving the SMS alerts
(panic, Geofence, and battgrfrom the AnyTrack server. There are no set possible values for
this setting because it will vary for each account.

3.9.6 Alert Email Address

When there is a panic alert, Geofence alert, or a battery alert, the devices will report these
alerts to the Email address that is set here.

3.9.7 Alert Phone Number
The phone number where the panic, Geofence, or battery alerts will be sent to via SMS
